General Terms and Conditions (ÁSZF) for the Marina, Winter Dry-Land Parking, and Lifting Services

Concluded between the Balaton Shipping Company Ltd, as leaseholder (hereinafter “Leaseholder”), and the berth lessee (hereinafter “Lessee”) under the following terms and conditions concerning the services stipulated in the contract.  

Stipulations concerning the usage of the marina

1. The position of the berth is decided upon by joint agreement by the two parties. The Leaseholder is entitled to change the berth and move the boat to another position temporarily in the case of work being carried out, or a special event being held, at the marina.

2. The lease is valid for a fixed period, starting on April 1st each year and lasting until November 30th, when it will be terminated without special notification.

Following the 30th November of the year in question the marina operator ceases to provide all the marina services previously supplied by them, although the Lessee may pass on exclusive responsibility for the berth, and the risks which are attached, for the payment of an additional charge.   

3. The payment of the advertised sum is a prerequisite to the validity of the marina season ticket. The payment deadline is 1st April each year. The fine for late payment is calculated at double the rate of interest quoted by the central bank. The date of  payment is considered to be the date the payment arrives, something acknowledged by the Lessee when signing the contract.

4. On payment of the charges for the marina triangle and usage of the WC and showers, the Leaseholder issues two magnetic cards and two parking stickers for parking (at the marinas at Siófok, Balatonföldvár, Balatonszemes, Balatonlelle, Balatonboglár, Fonyód, Keszthely, Szigliget and Badacsony). Once the boat has been placed in the water the triangle should be stuck on the mast – in a place where it can easily be seen from the shoreline. If the triangle is placed anywhere else (in a window or in a pocket, for example) it will not be accepted by the Leaseholder, and the daily charge imposed. 

5. It is the Lessee who states whether he has a valid shipping-bill written in their own name, as well as a valid document proving the seaworthiness of the boat occupying their berth. The shipping-bill forms part of the contract. It is also the Lessee’s job – in cases where they are not hiring the berth on their own behalf – to ensure that they have a valid sailing license. The possession of a sailing license is a prerequisite to the validity of the contract, of which it forms an inseparable part. The Lessee should send a photocopy of the sailing licence to the Leaseholder together with a signed copy of the contract. 
6. The price of the season ticket includes the price of entry to the leisure facilities (although not in the case of Csopak and Alsóőrs).
7. On the payment of the season ticket the Lessee is entitled to sail into any of the marinas run by the Leaseholder in their boat without any additional charge, and stay there in the area set aside for touring boats, in the moorings for smaller craft, for a period of up to five calendar days, space permitting. The possession of a triangle does not mean that a boat entering a foreign marina is spared the obligation of reporting to the marina beforehand as stipulated in the Marina Code of Conduct.          
8. When using the marina’s electricity the Lessee should take special care that anyone lacking authorisation does not gain access to the supply. 
9. The Leaseholder is to guarantee a restricted number of parking spaces at specially designated places at the marinas. The Leaseholder is to provide two parking passes, at no additional cost, to every season ticket holder, who should then stick their pass onto an easily visible place on the window screen of their car.
Parking without a pass is only possible following the purchase of a parking ticket. Parking places will be allocated on a first come first served basis.

10. Apart from in cases where they are at fault, the Leaseholder does not take responsibility for damage suffered by a moored vessel as a result of vandalism, breaking and entering, stormy weather or incorrect mooring. In cases where a third party is affected any claims for compensation must be covered by the Lessee himself. The Lessee is held responsible for the actions of their guests. 

11. The Lessee may only moor a boat which is covered by valid liability insurance. The amount of the liability insurance, in cases where the Lessee is not covered by a special insurance policy, is included in the marina charges. 
12. The Leaseholder is aware that in cases where a boat currently moored at its hired berth suffers damage the Lessee will be notified immediately and that the necessary damage limitation measures will be taken using all the means at the Leaseholder’s disposal in the time it takes for the Lessee to arrive. The marina-master will also make an official report. The cost of the materials used during the damage limitation process will be passed on from the Leaseholder to the Lessee. 
13. The Lessee acknowledges that only the boat recorded in the season ticket contract may moor in the contracted berth. In cases where the boat contracted to use the berth is replaced, or if any details relating to the original boat change, the Lessee must inform the Leaseholder of the changes within 10 working days.
14. The Lessee may not hand over the leased berth to a third party either on a temporary or a permanent basis. Swapping berths may only happen with the previous written approval of the Leaseholder. The papers proving that a swap has taken place should be kept on board the boat at all times. The Lessee should inform the Leaseholder in writing of a change either the boat or the name of the owner within 10 days of the change taking place. Any breach on this particular point is considered to be in serious contravention of the contract and gives the Leaseholder the right to terminate the season ticket contract with immediate effect.    
15.  The Lessee is to respect the Sailing Code, the Marina Code of Conduct and other any additional local regulations at all times.
16. The Lessee recognises that the leased berth can only be used for their own personal use. Other commercial (commercial boat hire, the provision of sailing lessons) and passenger transport activities can only take place with special agreement and the payment of an additional charge, while at the same time respecting the conditions imposed by the authorities. 
17.  The Lessee may only make changes to their berth with the written approval of the Leaseholder.
18. The Leaseholder has the right to use an unoccupied berth, if it is does not infringe upon the proper rights of use of the Lessee.
19. The lifting of boats using the marina crane or the vehicle crane, and operated by the Leaseholder’s local representative, may take place at a previously agreed time for an additional charge. The boat may only be placed into the water if the fee stipulated in the marina use contract has been paid into the Leaseholder’s account. 
20. Outside cranes may only be used with the previous permission of the Leaseholder, and following the payment of a shoreline charge. 
21. The Lessee’s season ticket contract does not ensure that they will automatically have the right of lease for the following year. Those Lessees wanting a season ticket for the following year have the right to make an application in writing to the Leaseholder before the season ticket contract for the current year expires, which the Leaseholder is at liberty to evaluate.  
22.  The Lessee may terminate their leasing contract by expressing their desire to do so in writing, in cases where the Leaseholder has seriously contravened the contract, and where the Leaseholder has failed to cease doing so in the period allowed following  a written complaint, or if not enough has been done to meet their obligations in the time allowed. The Lessee may submit a written request to terminate the contract within 15 days of the end of the stay of execution. The period of notice may not be less than 15 (fifteen) days. 
23.  The Leaseholder may terminate the leasing contract in writing if there is proof that the Lessee has behaved in a manner which has seriously contravened the contract, and that they have failed to cease doing so, or failed to do enough to rectify the situation, within the additional time given following the written warning. In the 15 days following the stay of execution the Leaseholder may issue a written notice. The period of notice may not be less than than 15 (fifteen) days. 
Regulations Relating to Winter Dry-Land Parking and Lifting

1. The position of the boat’s winter parking place is decided upon by common agreement. The Leaseholder has the right to alter the parking place and to move the boat temporarily in cases where building work is taking place.

2. The marinas run by the Leaseholder are in operation from 1st April to 30th November. 
3. The lifting costs to those boats recorded in the lifting register include the following services:
· the lifting and placing into the water of the boat on the site of the registered marina

4. The parking charge for the boat recorded in the lifting register includes the following services:

· the winter parking of a boat on the trailer supplied by the boat owner at the marina recorded in the register
· the minding and guarding of the boat during the winter period
· the readjustment of the boat coverings when necessary
5. At an additional cost boat owners may take advantage of the following services:

· the adjustment of the masts by crane

· the fitting of masts  

· hull washing

· the moving of the trailer and the boat to the water’s edge

6. Prior to placing the boat into the water during the spring and the lifting of the boat in the autumn the Lessee and the Leaseholder’s local representative should agree upon a time when the manoeuvres should take place.

7. The stand necessary for the safe parking of the boat – the technical suitability of which it is not the duty of the Leaseholder to inspect – is the responsibility of the boat owner. The employee operating the crane on behalf of the Leaseholder has the right to deny usage of the crane if they feel that the trailer supplied by the Lessee is not safe enough. 

8. In return for the parking fee the boat owner may use the trailer on the place designated for the purpose by the Leaseholder and park the boat recorded in the parking register outside the period covered by the season ticket (which is valid from 1st April – 30th November). In cases where the parking space for the trailer is off the limits of the marina, the cost of transporting the boat on and off the site will be covered by the Lessee.    

9. The use of private cranes on the marina site by the Lessee can only be done with the prior consent of the marina-master, and even then the boat in question may only be lifted on the payment of a charge. 

10. Those boat owners who have not signed a contract with the Leaseholder for winter dry-land parking have to remove their boats from the marina site within five hours of their boat being lifted out of the water. In cases where this does not happen an additional parking charge will be imposed based on the amount of time the boat is left there. Prior to the boat being placed in the water in the spring the Leaseholder s local representative and the Lessee have to agree upon an exact time when the manoeuvre should take place. The boat can only be brought onto the marina site a maximum of 24 hours before the time agreed upon.   

11. The boat owner’s arrival onto the marina site should be done in the presence of the Leaseholder, the marine-master or somebody working on their behalf. This is to ensure that in the case of damage there is no doubt that it was inflicted during the period the season ticket was valid. 

12.  The Leaseholder does not take responsibility, and does not provide compensation,  for damage inflicted during the lifting process, or as a result of vandalism, breaking and entering, stormy weather or incorrect parking while the boat is parked – except in cases where the person working on behalf of the Leaseholder on the marina site caused it while carrying out their duties.
13. The Leaseholder acknowledges that in cases where the boat positioned on the leased area suffers damage they will immediately inform the boat owner and carry out all the necessary damage limitation action until the boat owner arrives using all the means at their disposal. The costs involved in the damage limitation will be covered by the boat owner.    
14. The boat owner promises that the berth they have leased is used only by the boat entered in the arrivals register. Equipment and fittings that can easily be removed may not be stored during the period covered in the season ticket. Motors which are not built into the structure of the boat may only remain if the owner is prepared to accept responsibility for them. The boat owner is responsible for making sure the boat is covered properly.
15. The Leaseholder will provide the following dispensation to those boat owners keeping their boats at the marina site over the winter and signing a marina contract for the following season: only four months winter parking will be charged to those boats featured in the parking admissions register which are placed in the water by 30th April 2005. Those boats placed in the water after this date will have to pay their parking costs for the whole winter period.
16. Boat owners may only carry out their own boat repair work free of charge at their own risk, and once they have reported their intention to do so to the marina-master. They have also have to abide by the environmental code of conduct applying to the marina.   
17. The parking admissions register forms part of the supplement to the current ÁSZF.
General Regulations:

1. In the current ÁSZF, in unregulated matters the Civil Law and the Marina Code of Conduct apply.

2. In cases where contentious issues arising from the current ÁSZF cannot be settled peacefully, all court cases will take place at the Siófok Municipal Court.

3. In the current contract in unregulated matters the Civil Law and the Marina Code of Conduct (paragraph 14) apply.  

The current ÁSZF forms an inseparable supplement to the marina season ticket contract.
